CODE OF REGULATIONS
OF
JOHN OWEN’S ADVENTURE, INC.

ARTICLE I~ TRUSTEES

A.

Trustees. The Board of Trustees is that group of persons vested with the
management of the business and affairs of this Corporation.

Number. The number of Trustees shall be at least [three (3)], and as may be
fixed by a majority of the whole authorized number of Trustees.

Vacancies. Additional or substitute Trustees may be elected to fill a vacancy by a
majority vote of the Trustees in office at a meeting of the Trustees held for such

purpose.

Term. Each Trustee shall hold office for two (2) years, or until either his
successor is duly elected and qualified or his earlier resignation, removal from
office or death.

Remuneration. The Trustees shall serve without any remuneration for such
services. :

ARTICLE 11 — DUTIES AND POWERS OF TRUSTEES

A.

B.

General Duties.

1. Perform day-to-day operations of the Corporation with authority to
delegate such duties to the officers of the Corporation.

2. Nominate all committees for the Corporation’s fundraisers.

Additional Duties and Powers. In addition to the general duties and powers of
fiduciaries, the Trustees shall have the following duties and powers:

1. To manage, invest, and reinvest the Corporation’s funds and shall
make payments from such funds in the manner hereinafter set
forth. The Trustees shall be responsible only for such money or
property as shall actually be received by them as Trustees
hereunder.

2. To invest and reinvest the funds in one or more pooled funds
managed by a mutually agreed upon financial advisor (by majority
vote) in such debt obligations, stocks, or other securities as such
Trustees may deem proper and suitable, without regard to any
statute or rule of law which now or hereafter limits the types of
investments permissible by an Ohio nonprofit corporation or an
Ohio fiduciary.



3. To retain, in their discretion, a reasonable portion of the
Corporation’s funds in temporary accounts while awaiting
investment, without liability for interest thereon.

4. To retain in their discretion, so much of the Corporation’s funds, in
current accounts as may be necessary to pay the expenses of the
activities of the Corporation contemplated under the Articles of
Incorporation of this Corporation.

5. To deposit the portion of the Corporation’s funds held in cash in
any bank in the name of the Corporation in an account upon which
the Executive Director and at least one other Trustee may draw,
two signatures being required for withdrawal.

6. To obtain insurance as the Trustees deem appropriate to protect the
assets of the Corporation and to indemnify the Trustees and
officers of the Corporation absent fraud or wrongdoing in carrying
out their duties.

Legal Counsel. The Trustees may consult with legal counsel with respect to the
meaning or construction of this Code of Regulations, the Articles of Incorporation
of this Corporation, their duties and powers thereunder, or with respect to any
action, proceeding, or question of lJaw. The Trustees shall be fully protected with
respect to any action taken or omitted by them in good faith pursuant to the advice
of such counsel.

Standard of Care. The Trustees shall use ordinary care and reasonable diligence
in the exercise of their powers and the performance of their duties as Trustees
hereunder. The Trustees shall not be held accountable for any mistake or.
judgment or any other action taken in good faith or for any loss, unless resulting

from misconduct.

Taxes. The Trustees shall pay all required taxes when due.

Books of Account. The Trustees shall keep full accounts of all of their receipts
and disbursements. The books and records of this Corporation shall be open to
inspection by the Trustees at all times.

Annual Report. Within 30 days after the close of each fiscal year of this
Corporation, the Executive Director of the Corporation shall compile and render
to the Trustees an accounting of the transactions and acts of the Corporation
during such year. This fiscal year of the Corporation shall be determined by the
Trustees.

Annual Audit. The Trustees shall cause a review or audit of the books of account
to be conducted with respect to each fiscal year and shall require the report of
such review or audit to be completed within four (4) months after the close of the
fiscal year.



ARTICLE 111 - MEETINGS OF TRUSTEES

A.

Meetings. Meetings of the Trustees may be called by any Trustee by written
notice received, at least ten (10) days before the date of such meeting to each
Trustee, by electronic mail, facsimile, or regular mail, at his or her address or
telephone or facsimile number as it appears on the records of the Corporation.
Such notice shall state the time, date, place and purpose of the meeting, except
that the purpose of the meeting need not be stated for a regular meeting. Notice
of the time, place, and purpose of any such meeting may be waived in writing,
either before or after the holding of such meeting, by any Trustee. The attendance
of any Trustee at any meeting of the Trustees without protesting the lack of proper
notice, prior to or at the commencement of the meeting, shall be deemed to be a
waiver by such Trustee of notice of such meeting.

Quorum. A majority of the whole authorized number of Trustees, as set forth in
Section (B) of Article I, shall be necessary to constitute a quorum for a meeting of
the Trustees. However, a majority of the Trustees in office shall constitute a
quorum for filing a vacancy in the authorized number of Trustees or in the
officers of the Corporation.

Attendance. Attendance at the meeting may be accomplished by telephone or
videoconferences as long as all Trustees can hear one another.

Action by Consent. Any action required by law or under the Articles of
Incorporation of this Corporation or these Regulations, or any action that
otherwise may be taken at a meeting of the Board of Trustees, may be taken
without a meeting if a consent in writing, setting forth the action taken, is signed
by all the persons entitled to vote with regard to the subject matter of the consent,
or all Trustees in office, and filed with the Secretary of the Corporation.

ARTICLE 1V — OFFICERS

A.

Officers. The officers of the Corporation shall be an Executive Director; an
Assistant Executive Director; a Secretary; and a Treasurer. The Secretary, and
Treasurer must all be Trustees. The Executive Director and the Assistant Director

need not be Trustees.

Election. Each officer shall be elected by a majority of the whole authorized
number of Trustees as set forth in Section B of Article 1.

Term. An officer shall hold office for two (2) years or until his successor is duly
elected and qualified.



ARTICLE V - DUTIES OF OFFICERS

A.

Executive Director. The Executive Director shall perform and supervise all of the
tasks required in the day-to-day operation of the Corporation’s activities, and such
other and further duties as shall from time to time be required of him or her by the
Trustees. In voting at meetings of the Board of Trustees, in the event of a
deadlock, the Executive Director shall be authorized to cast the deciding vote.

Assistant Director. The Assistant Director shall assist the Executive Director in
performance of those duties as described in Section A, above. The Assistant
Director shall have the same power to act in voting when the Executive Director

is absent from a meeting.

Secretary. The Secretary shall keep minutes of all of the proceedings of the
Trustees of the Corporation and make proper record of the same, which shall be
attested by him or her, and generally shall perform such duties as may be required
of him' or her by the Trustees.

Treasurer. The Treasurer shall receive and have charge of all money and property
belonging to the Corporation, and shall disburse, or otherwise deal with, the same
as shall be directed by the Trustees. He or she shall keep an accurate account of
all money and property received or disbursed and shall perform such duties as
may be required by the Trustees. On the expiration of his or her term of office,
the Treasurer shall turn over to his or her successor, or the Trustees, all money or
property of the Corporation held by the Treasurer. The Treasurer may delegate
his duties to a person approved by the Trustees. The Treasurer shall be fully
accountable as Treasurer for any such delegation of duties.

ARTICLE VI - COMMITTEES

A.

Power to Establish Committees. The Board of Trustees shall have the power to
appoint committees to assist with the governance and operations of the
Corporation. Committee members need not be Trustees or Officers of the
Corporation, except that each Committee shall be chaired by a Trustee or Officer
of the Corporation.

Fundraising Committee. There shall be established and maintained a fundraising
committee for the purpose of organizing the Corporation’s fundraising events that
meet the purposes of the Corporation as set forth in its Articles of Incorporation,
and such other responsibilities as assigned by the Board of Trustees or its
designee.

ARTICLE VII - POLICIES

The Board of Trustees may establish and implement operating policies of the

Corporation.

Such policies may include, together with such other policies as the Board of

Trustees may establish, job descriptions, compensation, and personnel policies relating to the
Executive Director and staff of the Corporation.



ARTICLE VIII - AMENDMENTS

These regulations may be amended by the affirmative vote of at least [two-thirds (2/3)]
of all the Trustees in office at a regular meeting of the Trustees or at a special meeting of the
Board of Trustees called for such purpose and by unanimous written consent as provided herein.
